Jury fee is $10 per artist (non-refundable)

No kits, molded items, commercially

formed items (including commercially

printed matter), antiques, plants, or

imports are allowed. Items cannot

include commercial designs. Any artist

whose work is found to be unoriginal

or inconsistent with the work submitted

for the jury process will be asked to

leave the Festival.

Exhibit Space Specifications:

Each exhibit space is 10’ x 10’ (or 20’ x

10’ for a double space) and is located on

grass. Tents, display equipment and all

materials must be limited to and kept

within the assigned space. Be prepared

for rain or shine weather. Electricity is

not available and generators are not

allowed. Absolutely NO smoking is per-

mitted at the Festival and pets are not

allowed.
